e Parents please be mindful of the new pick up arrangements for the Early Childhood children. 3pm at the front
entrance of the Primary School.
e Year 5and 6 with no siblings, to be picked up at 3.15pm at the second gate of the Primary School
e Please note also there is no right turn from Salcott Road onto Hainsworth Road in the morning or afternoon as
this blocks all traffic along Salcott Road
e Please note that there is no right turn into the Secondary School as this also blocks traffic flow along Salcott road.
Regarding school meetings at Emmanuel Christian Community School these can take place under the following restricted
conditions:

School Meetings
e Some meetings may resume this term after school hours for up to 20 people where physical distancing
requirements are maintained.
Parent and Care giver meetings
e Pre-arranged meetings with parents and caregivers are permitted for the purposes of documented plan case
management, pastoral care case management, student behaviour meetings and for medical emergencies. In these
cases, contact with the broader school campuses will be kept to a minimum.
Face to Face Parent/teacher Meetings
e Face to Face Parent/teacher Meetings will not occur until further notice. Parents are asked to continue to contact
their child’s teacher via SEQTA-Direqt message, email, MS Teams or phone call.

Face to Face Essential Service Providers Meetings
e Pre-arranged meetings with Essential Service Providers and/or staff or caregivers are permitted for the purposes
of documented plan case management, pastoral care case management or essential maintenance, cleaning or
